The samples in Argentina, Australia, Belgium, Canada, France, Germany, 
Great Britain, Hungary, Italy, Japan, the Netherlands, Poland, Romania, 
South Korea, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, and the U.S. can be taken as 
representative of their general adult population under the age of 75.

Online samples in Brazil, Chile, mainland China, Colombia, India, Indonesia, 
Ireland, Malaysia, Mexico, Peru, Saudi Arabia, South Africa, Thailand, Turkey 
and the United Arab Emirates tend to be more urban, educated, and/or 
affluent than the general population. They survey results for these countries 
should be viewed as reflecting the views of the more “connected” segment of 
their population. 

“The Global Country Average” reflects the average result for all the countries 
where the survey was conducted. It has not been adjusted to the population 
size of each country or market and is not intended to suggest a total result.

Where results do not sum to 100 or the difference appears to be +/-1 
more/less than the actual, this may be due to rounding, multiple responses, 
or the exclusion of “don’t know” or not stated responses.
